Starting Position: The Pawns  start in a row 
right in front of their army. 

A Pawn’s first move can be forward one or 
two squares. After that, it can only move 
forward one square at a time. 

However the King  cannot  jump over any 
pieces in the way. 

The Pawn captures diagonally  

Here the pawns can capture only the circled 
pieces.  
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When the pawn  reaches the last row, it is  
promoted, usually to a queen, but it can be  
promoted to a rook, bishop, or knight also. 
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Here is how the Pawn is represented on 
board diagrams.
